More than 90 percent of PEC’s shelter and transitional housing residents remain self-sufficient after “graduating” from the agency’s programs.

Under Guard’s leadership, PEC has become a nationally recognized model. In addition to launching innovative initiatives, including the state’s first one-stop service center to help homeless parents move from welfare to work, PEC has pioneered community development programs bringing the benefits of new technologies to impoverished areas. A joint program with One Economy is giving 250-plus low-income households access to computers, training and internet service, and creating the city’s first neighborhood based wireless hotspot.
