The PoWeR Award annually honors a woman in the 
greater Philadelphia region who has shown a 
commitment to helping junior women advance in 
their careers, as well as a dedication to her 
profession and community.

Our Awardee – Gloria M. Guard 
President, People’s Emergency Center 
 
Ms. Guard’s relentless work on behalf of the city’s 
most vulnerable citizens earned her The Philadelphia 
Award, an honor reserved for the city’s most notable 
philanthropists, artists, political visionaries and social 
activists. During her 27 years as head of PEC, 
Pennsylvania’s oldest and most comprehensive 
agency annually serving 400 homeless women and 
children, she has overseen $80 million in revenue and 
transformed the organization from a volunteer-run 
homeless shelter into a service-rich non-profit with a 
spinoff community development corporation and a 
workforce of 80. Under Gloria’s leadership, PEC has 
become a nationally recognized model. In addition to 
launching innovative initiatives, including the state’s 
first one-stop service center to help homeless parents 
move from welfare to work, PEC has pioneered 
community development programs bringing the 
benefits of new technologies to impoverished areas.
